CUTTING & OPERATIONAL SPECIFICATIONS
1. Select  Cut  Zone  Cut all trees marked with orange paint, and merchantable wind tipped trees.

2. Aspen Regeneration Zone : Cut all stems 2”+ diameter except only cut oaks marked with orange paint.

3. Oak Shelterwood Zone:  In early October of good acorn seed year, the County will conduct mechanical site prep to blade down saplings and brush.  Following completion of site prep, the logging crew must then cut and remove all merchantable stems before the following Spring thaw.  Seed trees are marked with green paint – do not cut or damage those.  
4.     Seasonal Harvest Restrictions: Logging and trucking operations allowed July 15 to Spring thaw annually in select cut and aspen regeneration                                                                                                                                                                           

zones.  Fall or winter logging (after site prep is completed) required in oak shelterwood areas.   
        5.     No Rutting :  See Barron County Soil Disturbance Guidelines.

BMP’s: Wisconsin Best Management Guidelines for Water Quality will be enforced.

7. Utilization:  All marked or designated trees – to  a  4 inch top  diameter or smaller..
8. Property Lines:  Blue paint and old fences mark property boundaries.
9. Access –  Use existing roads & landings.  Overgrown trails and landings within sale area may be re-opened.  No new road construction.
The road to the fire tower can only be used when frozen, and must be restored to as good or better condition.  Exercise caution not to damage the fire tower, perimeter fence, outbuildings, support cables, and electric service lines.

1. Lump Sum Sale:   for marked or designated hardwood  sawtimber (log portion).  Scaled Sale:  per cord, scale basis - using mill stick scale, or mill weight scale - for aspen (logs, bolts, pulp), plus oak and  mixed hardwood  bolts and pulp. Mill weight scale will be converted to cords using the following weights per cord: aspen – 4500 lbs; mixed hardwood – 4650 lbs,  oak – 5700 lbs.   
2. Bonds;  A Bid Bond of  20% of the total sale value is required w/ each Bid. The bid bond can be replaced with an Irrevocable Letter of Credit which will serve as the Performance Bond or applied as an advance on stumpage.

3. Insurance:   Certificate of Liability Insurance & Workmen’s Comp must be on file w/ Barron County.
4. SFI Training:   Certificate of SFI Training must be on file w/ Barron County.

5. Contract:   A two year contract is available. A signed contract is required w/in 14 days of the bid opening.
