CUTTING & OPERATIONAL SPECIFICATIONS
1.
Cutting Specifications:  Cut all trees marked with orange paint. In border zone, cut trees marked with blue paint.  
2.     Seasonal Harvest Restrictions: Logging and trucking operations allowed August 1 to Spring Thaw annually.  Ground must be dry and firm, or  

frozen.  Poorly drained areas within the timber sale (black ash stands near Turtle Creek) may require frozen ground.  
4. No Rutting :  See Barron County Soil Disturbance Guidelines.

5. BMP’s: Wisconsin Best Management Guidelines for Water Quality will be enforced.

6. Utilization:  All marked or designated trees – to a  4-inch top  diameter.
7. Property Lines: entire sale is within county forest, no property lines to contend with.
8. Access –  Use existing roads & landings.  Overgrown trails and landings within sale area may be re-opened.  No new road  construction.   
BIDDING & CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS
1. Lump Sum Sale:   for marked hardwood  sawtimber (log portion).  Scaled Sale:  per cord, scale basis - using mill stick scale, or mill weight scale - for aspen (logs, bolts, pulp), plus oak,  mixed hardwood, and basswood  bolts and pulp. Mill weight scale will be converted to cords using the following weights per cord: aspen – 4500 lbs; mixed hardwood – 4900 lbs,  basswood 3850 lbs,  oak – 5750 lbs.   
2. Bonds;  A Bid Bond of  20% of the total sale value is required w/ each Bid. The bid bond can be replaced with an Irrevocable Letter of Credit which will serve as the Performance Bond or applied as an advance on stumpage.

3. Insurance:   Certificate of Liability Insurance & Workmen’s Comp must be on file w/ Barron County.
