A significant advantage is once 

a document is accepted by the 

Clerk of Circuit Court Office as 

filed, filers have immediate ac-

cess to the document for copy-

ing, service, etc.   

 
It is that time of the year again 

when the Clerk of Court Office 

sends out 1500 juror qualifica-

tion questionnaires for 2017.  

All 1500 questionnaires need to 

be returned or followed up on.   

This is the second year of offer-

ing prospective jurors the capa-

bility to complete their juror 

qualification questionnaire elec-

tronically along with signing up 

for text and email reminder 

messages, if randomly selected.  

Text and email messages are a 

very popular addition and many 

positive comments have been 

received by jurors.   

 

Year after year Wendy Coleman 

operates the folding/insert ma-

chine for the juror qualification 

questionnaire mailings which I 

greatly appreciate.  Further-

more, Leslie Fijalkiewicz wrote 

a very nice informational article 

in the Senior Review after we 

discussed the elderly being 

summoned for jury duty.

Individuals representing them-

Health & Human Services 

 

GRCC - The Great Rivers Consor-

tium Call Center (GRCC) has been 

one-touch since July 5, 2016, 

which means consumers can call 

the GRCC to complete an applica-

tion, a renewal, or have their ques-

tions answered for FoodShare, 

Medical Assistance, Child Care 

Assistance, or Caretaker Supple-

ment.  Almost all ES staff consor-

tia wide spend at least 4 hours each 

day (with the exception of 

Wednesdays) on the Call Center 

and many days much more.

Child Care Subsidy Program ex-

pected to roll out statewide in Feb-

ruary 2017.  My WI Child Care 

will allow families the ability to 

pay for child care using approved 

Wisconsin Shares Child Care Sub-

sidy funds using an EBT card.

Economic Support Services 

Energy Assistance - The Energy 

Assistance Program began October 

1, 2016 and ends May 15, 

2017.  The Wisconsin Home En-

ergy Assistance Program 

(WHEAP) provides a one-time 

payment for heating and electric 

costs. Last year the program served 

230,000 Wisconsin households, 

1,787 in Barron County. 
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allow eligible parents to have an 

EBT card authorized with their 

approved child care subsidy.  This 

approach represents a better pay-

ment management system than the 

current method, where the state 

makes child care payments directly 

to providers without parents hav-

ing any involvement or oversight 

of the billing process.  Under the 

My WI Child Care model, the cus-

tomer relationship shifts from one 

that is between the child care pro-

vider and the state, to a relation-

ship that is between the child care 

provider and the parent.  This shift 

will empower and promote paren-

tal responsibility by having parents 

directly involved in the negotiation 

of child care payments for their 

children.  With the use of the My 

WI Child Care card, there is oppor-

tunity for improved customer rela-

tionships between parents and 

child care providers.  The My WI 

Child Care EBT card will also 

serve as a strong fraud prevention 

tool and the new system will com-

bine overall fraud policy with the 

new state-of-the-art technology.   

 

Public Health 

Laura Sauve has been hired as the 

new Public Health Manager/Health 

Officer for our Health Depart-

ment.  Laura has worked for the 

Health Department for 23 years as 

a Public Health Nurse.  We are 

excited to have her in this new 

role. 

 

Public Health will be offering free 

influenza vaccinations to children 

at all Barron County School Dis-

tricts.  Clinics are preliminarily 

scheduled for October and Novem-

ber.  Consent forms and additional 

information will be communicated 

through your school. Nasal spray 

influenza vaccine will not be avail-

able this year.  It was found to be 

less effective than the injection.

Parents may also choose 

to bring their children to public 

health on a walk in basis from 8:30 

am-11 am and 1 pm to 4 pm, other 

times by appointment.

21 children in the program and 16 

adults in the program.
